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Sam E. Hare, Jr. has spent the last 35 years of his life working with Liberian Youths.  He served as President 
of the Federation of Liberian Youth (FLY), instructor of History & Economics at the College of West Africa 
(CWA) High School and Instructor of Introductory Micro & Macro Economics at the College of West Africa 
Junior College of Business.  He is also a former President of the Alumni Association of the college of West 
Africa. 

After ten years of teaching Mr. Hare moved on to become the Executive Director of the Monrovia YMCA 
and then Development Secretary/ Deputy CEO of the YMCA of Liberia, an institution he served for twelve 
unbroken years.  He honorably retired from active service with the YMCA after serving as Chairman of the 
National Board of the Liberia YMCA for two years.   

Realizing the need to break new grounds in the area of success, personal development and leadership 
training, Mr. Hare, in 2004 established the Liberia Institute of Success Technology & 
Leadership Studies (L.I.S.T.A.L.S.) with the goal of providing key strategies, paradigms, 
philosophies, principles and tools to Liberians that will propel them to new levels of achievement, 
excellence and personal fulfillment.  From January 2007 – March 2013, Sam E. Hare, Jr. served the people 
and Government of Liberia as Deputy Minister for Youth Development at the Ministry of Youth & Sports.  
Mr. Hare presently serves as the Secretary General for the Liberian National Commission for UNESCO.
